A different way of learning modes.





	
A mode is like a scale just starting on a different note! 

Take a C Major scale. When you play the C major scale starting on C, it’s just like any other major scale. But if your start playing the C major scale on a D, it is a Dorian Mode, more specifically a D Dorian mode. If you take the same C major scale and play it from E to E, it is an E Phrygian mode. If you take the C Major scale and play it from F to F, it is an F Lydian mode. Each mode has a different name depending on what scale degree they start on!

First let’s determine what scale degree an Aeolian mode starts on: it’s the 6th! So, in what major scale is the note D the 6th degree in the major scale? That would be the F major scale!
